Parent Child Home Program:  D. Peters presented reports for March and April. Families from PCHP participated in the March Family Fun Fest, the Egg Hunt Activity and the Dr. Suess Celebration. PCHP has been placed in the budget for 2005-2006 at level funding.

By the end of April most families have completed their home visits sessions for the year. Recruitment for fall is taking place now. Children must be 2 years old by Dec. 1st. Applications were distributed that can be given to eligible parents.

Family Focus Program:  A. Sheesley reported that in April 17 families (24 children) received home visits and that 85% of schedules visits were completed. Of the 17 families participating, 14 are CYS families. 1 family was new, 1 family exited, and 4 families are on the waiting list.
