FULFILLING THE PURPOSE OF CAC

Leveraging resources:

Treasurer’s Report/ Budget and Finance Committee – The final FSSR allocation was received. The fund raising account has a balance of $10, 514.13. Over $600 was raised through the cinnamon roll sale. 

Policy Committee – no report

Strategic Planning Committee- The executive committee had voiced the concern about lack of funding through FSSR in the future and the continued viability of the commission.  The option of establishing yearly dues as a way to raise money to support the commission was suggested.  Another option discussed was requesting donations as part of the partnership agreement.  A suggestion was made to solicit business or community organizations for donations, but it was felt that this would be better for specific projects. A vote was taken of the members present to determine if each member would be willing to contribute to the commission. Seventeen members voted yes, five voted no.  The commission was also made aware of the amount of dollars that come into the county due to the collaborative board. A suggestion was made to approach the commissioners about support.  

A suggestion was made to eliminate some existing programs, such as annual meetings and trainings or to charge for attendance at these events. It was suggested that the possibility of offering regional trainings and working with schools for ACT 180 days be explored.

This issue will be sent to the finance and strategic planning committee.

· K. Monko reported that ARIN IU received the  21st Century Learning Grant. The schools that are part of the grant are Homer Center and Purchase Line School Districts.

· The Children’s Trust Fund Grant is being utilized to present the Mind in the Making program.
