Call to Order: L. Berryman called the meeting to order at 1:35PM.  

I. Approval of November Minutes

The minutes from the December 6, 2005 meeting were approved as written.  J. Byers motioned and M. Higgins seconded.  All approved.  

II. Committee Sign-Up

K. Abbey-Baker explained 2006 CAC standing committees and open chair positions, and circulated a committee sign-up sheet among CAC members present.  

III. Leveraging resources

A. Treasurer, L. Audo, gave a verbal Treasurer’s Report, stating the CAC made $300 from the Discovery Toys party held in October 2005, and that monthly budget reports on the FSSR Grant would begin with the February CAC meeting.  No vote was taken to accept the verbal report.

V. Explaining and evaluating services

A. PCHP—K. Monko gave a verbal report in D. Peters’ absence, stating that the program was operating according to plan, with no significant information to report.

B. FFP—K. Monko gave a verbal report in absentia for A. Sheesley, reporting current census at 12 families, and programs continuing according to plan.  

C. Home Visitation Evaluation Project—K. Stancombe reported that R. Darling and A. Heckert, hired evaluators from IUP, had completed the first draft of the outcomes evaluation instrument.  Darling and Heckert will attend the February CAC Executive Committee meeting to discuss issues related to project’s progress.  Stancombe also noted that entering FAMS data was up-to-date, with the exception of new families in the PCHP.  

D. ECEPG—M. Higgins reported that plans were underway for the Family Fun Fest, scheduled for March 4, 2006.  Higgins also reported that the ECEPG voted to endorse the Indiana Regional Medical Center’s parent education project, a program started by the IRMC for parents of very young children.  Evening education sessions are being planned for interested parents on select topics.
