Call to Order: L. Berryman called the meeting to order at 1:40PM.  

I. Approval of Minutes 

The minutes from the January 3, 2006 meeting were approved as written.  P. Gordon motioned and F. Bowers seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

A. K. Abbey-Baker gave the Treasurer’s Report in L. Audo’s absence, and stated that the balance in the Fundraising Account was $9,335.35, with December interest posted.  FSSR Grant showed the purchase of the Peace Pole ($817.00) as the only expense over operating and salaries, with total expenses YTD of $12,768.25. Abbey-Baker noted that these expenses are at 29.69%, or below the 50% mark expected at the current 6-month point in the project year.  Abbey-Baker asked that CAC members make suggestions on how to use some money so that the CAC does not risk losing it at the end of the project year
